Gradients – Getting the 3d Look – Linear and Radial
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	1. Add a circle (Hold down SHIFT key)

2. Select Selection Tool (Arrow)
When an object is selected a box appears around it
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	With circle selected (see above) …

3. Select Gradient from Properties Panel (upper right)
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	4. Select radial gradient from drop down menu
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	5. Make sure there are only have 2 colors tabs, select to far left
6. Select left tab and change color to white

7. Select right tab and change to desired color
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	8. Drag out a vertical rectangle
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	9. Select the linear gradient from the drop down menu in the Properties tab
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	The radial gradient needs 3 colors

10. Click in the middle of the color pallet
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	11. Select the middle color tab and change it to white
12. Select the 2 end colors and change them to your desired color (make them the same)
